Judge Brodie served as a County Court Judge and Circuit Court Judge in Miami-Dade County prior to 

being appointed as a Circuit Court Judge for the 20th Judicial Circuit in January 2002.  She also served as 

the Deputy/Assistant City Attorney for the City of North Miami Beach.  She is a graduate of Brandeis 

University and the University of Miami School of Law.

Some of the on-site visits include the 
following departments/areas: health, sheriff, animal control, landfill, 
courthouse, county museum, Immokalee, water treatment plant, 
EMS, transportation, elections and tax collection.  The students in-
terface with the elected county constitutional officers, commission-
ers and manager as well as the appointed heads of the various 
mentioned agencies/departments.  In its twenty-sixth year, LWVCC 
joins with CCPS Social Studies Departments and CC University 
Extension/4-H to provide this teen citizenship program in April.  My 
thanks to our members who are involved: Sheilah Crowley, Ann 
Campbell, Duffy and Denny Holland.

S0CIAL POLICY 

Our March 9, meeting reviewed mental health services for 
veterans in Collier County.  Our speaker, Mark Hahn, a 
clinical social worker and Viet Nam Veteran, told us of the 
difficulties that returning veterans have in accessing ser-
vices whether they are mental health related or not.  We 
learned that it is a very complicated issue, that our troops 
are in combat situations all over the world, not only in Iraq 
and Afghanistan, and that returning veterans are on line for 
services with those from WWII, Korea, and Viet Nam.  We 
are interested enough to follow up on this subject, and we 
will discuss it again. 

We have had five Wednesday morning meetings this sea-
son, discussing Hurricane Survival, School Nursing, ser-
vices for Visually Impaired Persons, and the implementa-
tion of Universal Pre-K Programs in Collier County.  Our 
March 21, morning session was devoted to looking at 
homelessness in Collier.

JUSTICE  

The Justice Committee has explored several areas this year includ-
ing human trafficking, sentencing laws in Florida, and the juvenile 
court system.  We are encouraged by community initiatives that 
have been realized recently.  They include the establishment of the 
Anti-Human Trafficking Task Force under the direction of Lt. Bill 
Rule, Collier County Sheriff's Office, and the opening of the Juvenile 
Assessment Center under the direction of Dr. Mike D'Amico of the 
David Lawrence Center.  As of March 1, the JAC began serving the 
public by providing free early assessment, prevention and interven-
tion services for youth ages 7-17 and their families.  Additionally, it 
provides a 24 hour-a-day, 7 day-a-week Juvenile Information Help 
Line (239-417-1966). 
Many thanks to the various members (Barbara Bartlett, Christine 
Greider, Renee Hansen, Duffy Holland, and Kathleen Passidomo) 
who participate on the Juvenile Justice Council (JJC), the Ad hoc 
JAC Advisory Committee, the Juvenile Detention Center Advisory 
Committee or the Substance Abuse subcommittee of the JJC.  By 
monitoring and participating in the activities of these groups, we are 
able to promote the League's commitment to "support of a juvenile 
justice system that encourages prevention and diversion and recog-
nizes the special concerns of children and their families." (Study &

NATURAL RESOURCES 
A re-cap of the environmental issues on the League’s natu-
ral resources “radar” 

1. Collier County completed its 7-year Evaluation 
and Appraisal Report process in 2004.  Out of this 
process came a renewed commitment to protec-
tion of our County watersheds and the need to 
have a plan in place for watershed protection.   

2. Everglades Restoration “Acceler8”tion was un-
veiled, providing a funding mechanism to infuse 
$1.5 billion into the completion of eight crucial 
restoration projects.   

3. Growth management remained a hot topic at all 
levels of government, and the role of the State, 
through the Department of Community Affairs, will 
likely be modified during the 2005 Legislative Ses-
sion. 

4. The Everglades Coalition held their 20th Annual 
Conference in Naples, with a focus on expedited 
purchasing of lands for restoration, enforcement 
of Florida's growth management laws, and im-
proved prevention and treatment of pollution by 
storm water runoff from urban areas and farms. 

5. The Referendum to acquire the Fleischmann 
property for open space passed by a resounding 
majority of Collier County voters. 

6. The State of Florida continues negotiations to 
acquire the 91,000-acre Babcock Ranch.

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RULES FOR LWVCC AND LWVCCEF 30th ANNUAL MEETING 

I. A motion to adopt these rules will be made after the Annual Meeting is called to order and the 
Meeting Officials are approved. Amendments to these Rules may be offered at this time and re-
quire a majority vote. These Rules as a whole (either amended or as stated herein require a two-
thirds vote for adoption). 

II. Only regular members in good standing shall be entitled to vote and have the privilege of the floor. 

III. A member who wishes to speak should rise, address the Chair, give his or her name when recog-
nized, and speak only once (no longer than three (3) minutes without permission of the meeting) 
until all who wish to speak the first time, have been heard. No one may speak more than twice on 
the same motion. 

IV. If the meeting is behind schedule, the President may shorten the time allowed each speaker. 

V. All motions, except those which are very brief, shall be written, signed and sent to the Chair. 

VI. Motions may be amended by: 

a. Deletion of words. 

b. Addition of words. 

c. Insertion of words. 

d. Deletion and insertion of words. 

e. Substitution of words. 

A member who proposes an amendment is required to state which method is being used. 

VII. Budgets: Discussion time will be limited to (10) minutes each, for the proposed of both the 
LWVCC and LWVCCEF. 

VIII. Bylaws: Discussion time will be limited to ten (10) minutes, total. 

IX. Program: A majority of voting members present and voting shall be required for adoption of issues 
in the Proposed Program, as presented to the Annual Meeting by the Board of Directors. Discus-
sion of recommended items will be limited to twenty (20) minutes total (limit may be extended by 
the Chair, if the Budget matters did not require allocated time). Amendments may not expand on 
the scope of the item. 

          

Not recommended Items – None presented. It is thus not in order for any new Program items to be introduced from 
the floor, as no other recommendations were made by members, six (6) weeks prior to the Annual Meeting, as re-
quired by the LWVCC Bylaws.

PROPOSED BYLAW CHANGES FOR GENERAL FUND 

 

Please note that deleted words are in bold italic and new words are underlined.  

Article V, Section 4.  Secretary:  The secretary (or in the absence of the secretary, the board appointed 

designee) shall keep minutes of the annual meeting of the LWVCC and all the meetings of the Board of 

Directors.  She or he The secretary (or in the absence of the secretary, the board appointed designee) 

shall sign, with the president, all contracts and other instruments when so authorized by the Board and 

shall perform such other functions as may be incident of the office. The Secretary (or in the absence 

of the Secretary, the board appointed designee) sha ll sign with the President, all contracts and 

instruments. 

Article V, Section 5.  Treasurer:  Any of the officers The Directors whose signatures are on the bank 

account as authorized by the Board may in the absence or disability of the treasurer, sign or 

endorse checks, drafts and notes. 

ARTICLE VI Section 2 Dues:  … The amount for local use shall be set by members at the annual meet-

ing and shall be payable October 1 31.  Any member who fails to pay her or his dues within 

two (2) months after they become payable by January 15 of the following calendar year, 

shall be dropped from the membership rolls.  … The dues for student members shall be 

determined by the Board of Directors at the time of  their application.  The dues for an 

Associate Member (student members and second family members living in the same house-

hold) shall be one–half of the regular dues.

Cocohatchee PUD 

The Collier County League has taken a position with the 
Planning Commission that good government practices 
require the Planning Commission to deny the petitioners 
request to amend their Planned Unit Development 
document with respect to the bald eagle nest.  While we 
are sympathetic to the bald eagles, we argue that the 
issue before the planning commission is one of faith in 
the public process and we request that statements 
made by the applicant when the PUD was first ap-
proved in 2000, which became part of the public record, 
must be adhered to by the applicant.  If applicants are 
allowed to agree to one thing, as part of the initial ap-
proval process, and then permitted to change those 
agreements at a later date, the integrity of the planning 
process in Collier County is diminished.  Additionally, 
the public should not be placed in the position of having 
to constantly monitor PUDs for “take-backs.”  We will 
testify at the Planning Commission meeting and Board 
of County Commissioners meeting on this position.
